General objective:

The general objective of the proposed Sector Reform Contract (SRC) is to support the social,
economic and territorial cohesion of Ukraine, and to enhance citizens' wellbeing throughout
the country.

Specific objectives: -
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The SRC supports objectives as outlined in the Ukraine's State Regional Development
iStrategy (SRDS) until 2020, approved on 6.8.2014 by the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine.

'1.2.  Expected results

1.3.1. Budget Support

The proposed SRC was prepared with the Ministry of Regional Development, Construction,
Housing and Communal Services and the Ministry for Economic Development and Trade.
The EU is engaged in a policy dialogue in the area of Regional Policy with Ukraine. The EU
Delegation, possibly with the support of independent experts, will verify the extent to which
conditions are met for the disbursement of tranches.

1.3.2. Complementary support

A technical assistance (TA), complementary to the TA component financed under the
Commission Implementing Decision C (2011) 8573 of 28/11/2011, Annual Action
Programme 2011 part II in favour of Ukraine, will focus on the active monitoring of the
implementation of this new policy, formulating recommendations to the Government of
Ukraine, visiting and evaluating on the field the actions undertaken by the central and local
executive authorities as well as local self-governance bodies. The capacity of the central and
local executive authorities as well as local self-governance bodies to steer and implement the
above-mentioned reform areas targeted by this SRC will be constantly evaluated. This active
technical assistance monitoring will support the Ukrainian central and local executive
authorities as well as local self-governance bodies and facilitate the effective and transparent
implementation of this SRC by ensuring high quality and coherence of the implementation
measures and maintaining an efficient programming, management, control, and evaluation
system.

2. IMPLEMENTATION

2.1.  Indicative operational implementation period

The indicative operational implementation period of this action is as specified in Article 2 of
the Special Conditions.

2.2. Amounts allocated for budget support

The total amount allocated to sustainable development under the National Indicative
Programme (NIP) under European Neighbourhood and Partnership Instrument (ENPI) is EUR
211 500 000 — 258 527 000 of which 21.27% to 26.00% is to be delivered under the present
SRC.

2.3 Criteria and indicative schedule of disbursement of budget support

2.3.1. Budget Support details
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The disbursement arrangements and timetable are described in Annex 2 of these Technical
and Administrative Provisions (TAPs). The first instalment of the Budget Support will be a
fixed tranche combined with a variable tranche, all others instalments will be variable
tranches.

Budget support is provided as direct untargeted budget support to the national Treasury. The
crediting of the euro transfers disbursed into Ukrainian Hryvnia will be undertaken at the
appropriate exchange rates in line with Article 6 of the Special Conditions.

2.3.2. Disbursement criteria

The general conditions for disbursement of all tranches are as follows:

a) Satisfactory progress in the implementation of Regional Policy and continued
credibility and relevance thereof;

b) Implementation of a credible stability-oriented macroeconomic policy;
¢) Satisfactory progress in the implementation of the PFM reform programme;

d) Satisfactory progress with regard to the public availability of timely, comprehensive
and sound budgetary information.

In case of a significant deterioration of fundamental values, budget support disbursements
may be formally suspended in line with Article 27.1 of the General Conditions of the
Financing Agreement, or temporarily suspended or reduced.

2.6. Performance monitoring and donor coordination

In general, the concept of performance-based monitoring as a critical component to the
implementation of projects, programmes and strategies is broadly understood in Ukraine,
although not effectively implemented. With respect to the planned SRC, it is important that at
least three levels for monitoring are implemented to ensure effective operation of Government
programmes, including regional development:

- Strategic/policy level: At this level, the State Regional Development Strategy and Regional
Development Strategies (of regions) should be the subject of monitoring and evaluation.
Aggregate information and indicators should be collected and analysed in particular as
regards outcomes.

- Implementation/operational level: At this level the implementation instruments for the
strategies (thematic programmes, state target programmes, agreements for regional
development, etc.) should be the subject of monitoring.

- Working level: At this level the specific measures and projects should be monitored.
Progress in the implementation of related activities and actions should be assessed taking
into account respective work plans. Specific indicators and interim results (outputs) should
be developed to verify progress.

The Ministry of Regional Development, Construction, Housing and Communal Services and
the Ministry of Economic Development and Trade requested the EU to support to improve the
effectiveness of the current performance monitoring system of the State Regional
Development Strategy 2020. The ongoing EU technical assistance project "Support to
Ukraine's Regional Development Policy” will support the Ukrainian Government to elaborate
and implement a more effective system.

Performance monitoring will be exerted by a Joint Monitoring Group to be led by the
Ministry of Regional Development, Construction, Housing and Communal Services. The
Joint Monitoring Group will rely on official information provided by the Ukrainian side and
verified as appropriate. The Joint Monitoring Group will meet at least twice a year at
technical level. High level meetings of the Joint Monitoring Group should take place at least
once a year, including in the beginning and at completion of the programme. Additional mid-
term meeting at high-level could be convened in case of the need to introduce changes in the
policy objectives. The Joint Monitoring Group may include technical subgroups to follow-up
specialised issues (e.g. specific industrial sectors, or specific areas of activities, such as the
market surveillance, etc.). The establishment, composition and schedule of activities of
technical sub-groups will be decided by the main Joint Monitoring Group.

Donor coordination will be ensured through the donor coordination working group on
Decenfralisation/Regional and Local Development led by the Ministry of Regional
Development, Construction, Housing and Communal Services.

2.9, Evaluation and audit ~

Assessment of the results achieved will be reviewed and decided by the European
Commission. In carrying out such review, the European Commission will, as appropriate, use
the technical advice of external consultants recruited by the European Commission to verify
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technical reports and data transmitted by the Ukrainian side. Reviews, evaluations and audits,
whenever necessary, will also be decided and funded from the complementary measures
included in the SRC. Part of the technical assistance may be used to enhance the local
capacities for auditing the SRC. The European Commission may mandate consultants to carry
out an independent evaluation of the SRC. The timing of evaluation — either mid-term, final or
ex-post — will be decided in the course of implementation. Evaluation will be concerned with
the extent and under what circumstances the SRC, including the budget support component,
was relevant, efficient, and effective in contributing to achieving sustainable impacts in the
areas which are the focus of the objectives of the SRC. In the case of a mid-term evaluation,
the validity of the monitoring system and performance indicators will be verified. The
evaluation will be expected to identify evidence, best practice, lessons, and recommendations
regarding to what extent, how, why, and when the SRC has either contributed to reaching
and/or could contribute to reaching intended objectives.

For the projects launched as part of the Complementary support, the following monitoring
arrangements will apply:

(a) Day-to-day technical and financial monitoring will be a continuous process as part of the
Beneficiary responsibilities. The Beneficiary shall establish a permanent internal, technical
and financial monitoring system.

(b) Independent consultants recruited directly by the European Commission on specifically
established terms of reference may carry out external monitoring, which in principle will start
from the sixth month of project activities, and will be finalised at the latest six months before
the end of the operational implementation phase.

2.8. Communication and visibility

Communication and visibility of the EU is a legal obligation for all external actions funded by
the EU.

This action shall contain communication and visibility measures which shall be based on a
specific Communication and Visibility Plan for the Action, to be elaborated before the start of
implementation and supported with the budget indicated in section 2.5 above, in Line 2.4.2 —
Procurement. The indicative budget is 10% of this line (EUR 340 000).

The communication and visibility measures shall be implemented either (a) by the European
Commission, and/or (b) by the partner country. Appropriate contractual obligations shall be
included in, respectively, procurement and grant contracts.

The Communication and Visibility Manual for European Union External Actions shall be
used to establish the Communication and Visibility Plan of the Action and the appropriate
_contractual obligations.

Proper communication and visibility of the action will be achieved via regular joint

The SRC foresees the payment of three instalments. For each of them, the General Conditions (as detailed in Table B) above have to be met. Once
compliance with the General Conditions has been established, the variable tranche will be paid according to the level of compliance with each of
the specific conditions (as detailed in the table C above). This compliance will be assessed on the basis of the indicators and targets as detailed in
the Policy Reform Matrix (Annex 2).

Full compliance with one specific condition will entail the release of the full corresponding quota of the variable tranche as detailed in table D.
