For the purpose of implementation of the WTO Trade Facilitation Agreement, coordination between public authorities responsible for implementation of this Agreement and pursuant to paragraph 7 of the Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine No. 455 dated 04.07.2017 “On establishment of the International Trade Council”, the Trade Facilitation Working Group of the International Trade Council (hereinafter – the TFWG) was constituted, the first meeting of which was held on June 12, 2018.
The agenda of the event included organizational issues of further operation of the TFWG:
1. 	Election of the head and deputy head of the TFWG;
2. 	Review and approval of main principles and action plan of the Trade Facilitation Working Group of the International Trade Council;
3. 	Other issues.
Based on the results of the meeting of the TFWG, the following decisions were adopted:
· to support the proposal regarding election of the head of the TFWG (V.A. Tsymbal) and the deputy head of the TFWG (O.I. Platonov) and introduction of other changes in the composition;
· to submit the elected candidates to the International Trade Council for approval;
· to approve main principles (collegiality, transparency in decision-making, impartiality, interaction with public authorities, local self-government bodies and public formations, non-disclosure of confidential information) and action plan of the TFWG and submit them to the International Trade Council for approval (action plan of the TFWG for 2019 is integrated into the Annual Action Plan of the International Trade Council).
The next meeting of the TFWG will be held in autumn 2018.
